February has me in the mood to share a few of the things that I love most about this school year… I saw a Facebook post that I loved about how student absences add up. The post stated that if a student misses two days a month, s/he will miss 20 school days a year, some 30 hours of math, some 60 hours of reading, and by graduation, 1 whole year of school. Similarly, a student who misses four days a month (or one day a week) will miss 40 school days a year, some 60 hours of math, some 120 hours of reading, and by graduation, 2 whole years of school. Wow! That really puts the importance of attendance in perspective.

I love learning from students and fellow teachers, especially as we learn to use Texthelp’s Read&Write premium program together. Through a few clicks on the computer, students are able to independently listen to text read to them, whether it’s a test, a book of interest for pleasure reading that would otherwise be beyond their independent reading level, or simply something they see on the Internet that they want to know more about. Watching the kids’ eyes light up was amazing, as they recognized the world was becoming much more readily available to them. Likewise, seeing them engage so positively with writing has inspired me to challenge myself as a writer as well. While some students use predictive text to help them generate and get closer to conventional spellings of words, others use speech to text (like the dictation feature on a smartphone) to increase the amounts and quality of what they write, rather than being limited to simple words that they are sure they know how to spell. Such accommodations seem to be the way of the world to be more inclusive for all. I can hardly wait to see what the future of technology holds for all of us. 

I also love seeing the kids’ recognition of their own learning. One student was reading along, then slipped into the voice of the character (a dog). When he finished the page, I stopped and laughed, being so excited for him. He was like, “What? What did I do?” and I got to tell him he was doing exactly what he should be doing, hearing different characters with different voices, like when he’s watching a movie. I think he surprised himself even when he did that. Another student was so confident that his hard work was paying off stood up in the middle of class (I kid you not) and said, “This stuff is too easy! When can I come in for a hard reading class?” Now that is a challenge I will readily accept! When they are doing what I ask and asking to do more, I know we are making great learning gains. No wonder the year feels like it is flying by! I look forward to visiting with parents and families about the students’ successes next month at conferences. See you then!!

District News
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News from Superintendent Busch 
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“When do the building improvements start?” or similar questions are often inquired following the  approved September bond referendum.  Lots of work is being done behind the scenes.  If you have ever gone through the construction process, you understand changes are easy and much cheaper to do on paper rather than having to move/fix something after it is built.  

Josh Demmer from Metrics Architecture and Nick Hildebrandt from Emergent & Novak Design Group are our main designers, but they get assistance from others in their firms and Modus Engineering.  Our bond referendum was to remodel, repair, improve, and equip the Elementary School facility, including HVAC improvements; to build, furnish, and equip additions to the Junior/Senior High School facility, including a new gym and new space for career and technical education, with related remodeling and improvements, safety and security upgrades, and site improvements, including relocation of the main entrance and drop-off and pick-up areas.

On January 3rd, the architect team met with some staff and community members to continue the process of planning the new facilities. Basically, we are learning what we don't want.  With the needs of the shop and VoAg room (horticulture) and trying to stay within a budget, rooms will be reworked in the current building for business.  We have worked through at least 3 plans of how the new office area may look and are now on to the fourth.  

The best news so far.  During the early bond referendum phases the elementary HVAC (heating and cooling) project was estimated to be 2.2 million dollars. In the last few months, estimates ballooned to 3 million.  On Thursday, January 19, bids were open and the low bid of 1.7 million from Bowkers was approved the following week.  Work at the elementary is scheduled to begin this summer depending on the availability of supplies and materials. 

Timeline for the secondary building improvements is a bit trickier.  Currently information is being gathered so we can request bids for the demolition of the bus barn and house next to the bus barn.  The plans are scheduled to be completed in the next couple of months and then put out for bid.  Due to the time requirements, this will push the start date into the fall months.  Completion of the project is expected during the 2024-25 school year.
